Life Sciences Track
Children who read half of their books in the field of 
life sciences will be eligible to earn a Life Sciences 
Award. This exciting new reading track will introduce 
students to the extensive world of life sciences—
from dinosaurs to DNA. Kansas children are 
potential leaders in life sciences exploration, and 
this reading track will get them started on their path.
